A Sinner can become a Saint!

A.
If there is sin in your life you are not born of God and are on your way to a devils Hell

8  He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

9  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.

You must be born again
But how can we be truly born again, not like in times past that did not work or lasted only short while?

We must confess our sins:



1 John 1:9  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

We must Repent and believe the Gospel!

C.
How can you know you have been saved?  Because:

Romans 8:

14  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

15  For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.

16  The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:

Then you are reconciled

2 Corinthians 5:17  Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

18  And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;

You are His Holy Temple

You must walk in the Spirit!


Commune with Him, be one with Him, strive to be like him in Holiness, do not pollute your mind and bodies.

Be clean, and stay clean


The temple of the living God must become and remain pure.

If you are a child of God's, You are a temple for His Spirit to dwell in:

2 Corinthians 6:16  And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.  

1 Corinthians 3:16 ¶ Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?

1 Corinthians 3:17  If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.

1 Corinthians 6:19  What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

You are this temple if you are His Child.

What happens when impure things get in the goods:

Canning, what happens if you can food with dirt jars.  Does not the can goods become spoiled?  Are you not supposed to sterilize your jars first?  Do you let them get dirt afterwards?  No all would be lost.  You clean them and keep them clean, Right????

Your body and mind is the same way, you must cleanse it and keep it clean.

Be ye separate

II Corinthians 6:

17  Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,
We cannot be part of man's wickedness, we must be separate.  

We cannot have fellowship with darkness

14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

15  And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?
We should not be keeping company with those who are not of the same sheepfold with Christ. 

14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

Not talking about abstaining from those living in sin, we should have fellowship with the intent to get them saved.

But not to just keep a buddy, friend, and be out running around with them.  For they will either drag us down and back to sin or we will destroy our testimony for hanging out with those of a negative character. 

15  And what concord hath Christ with Belial?

(Bee Lee "L")

Belial  = Wickedness, sinfulness, A name of Satan

We can't keep company with the wrong crowd.

It is a teaching in the Bible, to do so is sin for we would be willfully breaking the teachings of God.  It is a deliberate act to hold fellowship with those who are not in the Kingdom

15….or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?
We can not stay pure if we are in fellowship with a infidel!

Infidel = Strong:  

1) unfaithful, faithless, (not to be trusted, perfidious) 

2) incredible 

2a) of things 

3) unbelieving, incredulous 

without trust (in God)

disbelieving, i.e. without Christian faith 

(specially, a heathen); 

untrustworthy (person),

unbeliever

Why might God put this in the Bible?

To keep you as his child.

A mother would protect her child by not letting them have fellowship with those who will get their child in trouble, right?

So it is God's plan to keep as pure 

By telling us to:

17  Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,
Touch not the unclean thing!

Person, objects, books, things on TV, magazines, Newspaper articles (just because it is in the public paper, doesn't not mean we need to read it.)

Luke 8:

11  Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.

12  Those by the way side are they that hear; then cometh the devil, and taketh away the word out of their hearts, lest they should believe and be saved.

13  They on the rock are they, which, when they hear, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, which for a while believe, and in time of temptation fall away.

14  And that which fell among thorns are they, which, when they have heard, go forth, and are choked with cares and riches and pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to perfection.

2 Timothy 3:

Evil Speaking

Ephesians 4:

31  Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:
evil speaking

1) slander, detraction, speech injurious, to another’s good name 

2) impious and reproachful speech injurious to divine majesty

Speaking about another's sins without them being present to defend themselves!
