Deuteronomy 5:26-29

26  For who is there of all flesh, that hath heard the voice of the living God speaking out of the midst of the fire, as we have, and lived?

27  Go thou near, and hear all that the LORD our God shall say: and speak thou unto us all that the LORD our God shall speak unto thee; and we will hear it, and do it.

28  And the LORD heard the voice of your words, when ye spake unto me; and the LORD said unto me, I have heard the voice of the words of this people, which they have spoken unto thee: they have well said all that they have spoken.

29  O that there were such an heart in them, that they would fear me, and keep all my commandments always, that it might be well with them, and with their children for ever!

A Renewed heart

God's desire for you:

A.
Matthew 22:37  Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind.

B.
Deuteronomy 11:1  Therefore thou shalt love the LORD thy God, and keep his charge, and his statutes, and his judgments, and his commandments, alway.

II.
Seek forgiveness and repent 

What if we have transgessed?  If you have sinned.  Have all sinned, What if you were a good person, are you a sinner.  If you have not been redeemed and stayed in God's Grace you are a sinner

Romans 3:23  For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;

The cure:!!!!


A.
First we need to realized that sin is of the Devil!


1 John 3:8  He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

B.
Come to God with you broken heart, like the little boy, his heart was broken for what he did to his mothers china.  Come with a broken heart and be saved.  Christ came to save his people.


Matthew 1:21 "And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS, for he shall save his people from their sins."

C.
In order to have your heart renewed you must let Jesus change it.


1 John 1:9  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

Think of the Boy and his mother, yes the mother was devestated that her china was smashed, but her heart went out the her son who had a broken heart.  She cried with him and forgave him.  She love her son.  Well God loves you and if you will open your heart and repent (great sorrow for the sins you have done) and will come unto Him, he will forgive you and give you a new heart.

God promise of a new heart


A.
Ask:           


When you come to God with a repented heart, he will renew a right heart within you.

God wants to give you a new heart, but you need to ask for it with a repentant spirit.  The promise is yours for the asking

Luke 11: 9  And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you.

10  For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.

11  If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent?

12  Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a scorpion? {offer: Gr. give}
13  If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?

B.
David prayed:


Psalms 51:10  Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.


Psalms 57:7 ¶ My heart is fixed, O God, my heart is fixed: I will sing and give praise.

C.  God will give you heart that will keep you!

Jeremiah 24:7  And I will give them an heart to know me, that I am the LORD: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God: for they shall return unto me with their whole heart.
