Be Filled With the Spirit of God

Ephesians 5:

3 ¶  But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;

4  Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.

5  For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.

6  Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.

7  Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

8  For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:

9  (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)

10  Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.

11  And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.

12  For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret.

13  But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light: for whatsoever doth make manifest is light.

14  Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.

15  See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,

16  Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

17  Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is.

18  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;

19  Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;

20  Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ;

Text

Eph. 4:

17  Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is.

18  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;

The Holy Ghost is comforter.  He is promised to us by Jesus.

Our strength comes form being filled with the Holy Spirit!  You cannot do this on your own, you must have the Holy Ghost dwelling within you if you are ever going to be a successful speaker for God or even a successful Christian.  

You cannot live for Jesus and expect to live eternally without having the Holy Ghost aiding you in the construction of your life and all of your ways. 

Those who preach without the Holy Ghost are bound to be ineffective in there efforts of securing lost souls.  This is how most often false doctrine is produced, teaching without the spirit.  Man alone cannot do it, but all things possible by God.

The Holy Ghost will come to those who really and truly want him to and who live Holy.
Perhaps you want him to but cannot find him.  Well look at your heart, is there iniquity there, if so take it to the Cross and seek forgiveness with earnest desires to never do those things wrong again.

This leads us the second work of Grace which is available to all who want it bad enough.

We are called to be sanctified.  Also referred to as holiness.  The Bible states:  


“Elect according to the foreknowledge of GOD the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.”
