1 ¶ Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?

2  And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden:

3  But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

4  And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

Lets look at translation verses interpretation

Explain difference:

Interpretation is a man's understanding of what was said or read.

Translation is a direct conversion from one language to another.

Ezekiel 33:

1 ¶ Again the word of the LORD came unto me, saying,

2  Son of man, speak to the children of thy people, and say unto them, When I bring the sword upon a land, if the people of the land take a man of their coasts, and set him for their watchman:

3  If when he seeth the sword come upon the land, he blow the trumpet, and warn the people;

4  Then whosoever heareth the sound of the trumpet, and taketh not warning; if the sword come, and take him away, his blood shall be upon his own head.

5  He heard the sound of the trumpet, and took not warning; his blood shall be upon him. But he that taketh warning shall deliver his soul.

6  But if the watchman see the sword come, and blow not the trumpet, and the people be not warned; if the sword come, and take any person from among them, he is taken away in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at the watchman’s hand.

7  So thou, O son of man, I have set thee a watchman unto the house of Israel; therefore thou shalt hear the word at my mouth, and warn them from me.

Ephesians 6:12

KJ

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

NKJ

For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.

Uses "age" in place of "world" which refers to time instead of a place.  So the NKJ would read that it is the rulers of darkness of this age, meaning a time and not a place or area.  Time is time and a place is a place, two different things!

1 Corinthians 11:2

KJ:  

"keep the ordinances as I delivered them to you"
NJK: 

"keep the traditions just as I delivered them to you"

The Greek word is paradosis which means a "a precept," an ordained teaching.  Ordained - is that not meaning of God.

Traditions and ordinances are not the same thing.  Traditions leans towards mans ways, ordinances are rules to be followed and are of God!
1 Corinthians 11:10

KJ:   

"For this cause ought the woman to have power on her head because of the angels."

NKJ

"For this reason the woman ought to have a symbol of authority on her head, because of the angels."


Power vs. A symbol of authority, big difference.  One is merely a symbol, the other a divine POWER.

What about our Lord's Prayer?

Matthew 6:13

KJ
"deliver us from evil:"

NKJ
"deliver us from the evil one"

We ought to pray that God would deliver us from all evil not just from the devil.  Their is the evil within the heart as well as the evil one who tempts.  

The Greek word is poneros which means:  bad, the negative qualities, evil, wicked, crime, negative moral quality of a person or action opposed to God and his goodness, wicked deed, wicked things.  


I say from (SIN & SINS)

Matthew 19:9

KJ 

And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, except it be for fornication, and shall marry another, committeth adultery: and whoso marrieth her which is put away doth commit adultery.

NKJ

"And I say to you, whoever divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, and marries another, commits adultery; and whoever marries her who is divorced commits adultery."

NKJ uses "sexual immorality" in place of "fornication" thereby distorting the word that Christ spoke when he taught on divorce.

Fornication is a sexual act before marriage.  How then can one put away his spouse (get divorced) before marriage?  Because Jesus was talking to the Jews, who when they were betrothed to one another, in other words engaged, they needed to put the other away for this unfaithfulness during the betrothal period, they were free to break the vow of betroth or as we call it engagement.  The betrothal was a ceremony with a rabbi.  It was a vow before God and legally binding.  To break the vow of betroth, it required a putting away or in other word a writing of divorce.  This is the divorce that Christ was condoning.  This sheds light on why for fornication it is acceptable to break the up coming marriage.  To the married, unfaithfulness is adultery not fornication.  Therefore if you wish to live with in the guidelines of God's Holy Word it is not permissible to divorce for unfaithfulness in the marriage.  Any permitting of yourself to live outside of the know teachings found in God's Word is a sin and which must be forgive and FORSAKEN.  In other word one must quit the sin in order to continue to walk in the light at God is in the light.

This being one of the most miss understood things about divorce and remarriage, because they use this as an excuse to divorce

Marriage is for life, the only release from the marriage vow is death.
