Confess Christ Before Men

A woman sits on the phone with a relative who is afflicted with a  life threatening situation.  She has a friend who is a nurse that she gets on another line to try to comfort this relative in there situation.  While the nurse is on the phone she moves the conversation to that of trusting in Christ.  But for some reason through the awkward of the conversation and the feeling of difficulty to talk about Christ, she changes the subject to something else because she figured her relative was not interested in things of God.  Now she regrets her actions and is in much torment for this relative.  She was not willing to confess Christ before men!

Was she just fearful?

Was she just overcome by an awkward feeling?

Where was her problem found?

Was this the last chance this relative would have to hear the message of Jesus Christ because of her failure to Christ?

Have we ever had trouble witnessing Jesus Christ to others?

What do the scriptures say about this problem?

 Romans 10:

1 ¶ Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved.

2  For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge.

3  For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.

4  For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.

5  For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them.

6  But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise, Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down from above:)

7  Or, Who shall descend into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ again from the dead.)

8  But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach;

9  That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.

10  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

11  For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.

We should not fear to witness for Christ.

If we miss an appointed time of God's to reach a certain lost soul, what comes of that soul.

What if it was our loved one that God sent someone to witness to and they did not go?  

What if they fall into Hell cause we never went?

May God help us to go when he leads.

Fearful times that prevent us from witnessing to others may cause horrid results.

Tell of my Aunt that die cancer and I had been lead to go to her house.  How I stood by her casket and prayed for forgiveness.  

God reminded my of this verse:

Revelation 21:8  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.

Tell of time in sheetz when God ask me to speak to the young lady about her lies and how god showed me rev. 21.8  (the fearful)

Sometimes by human nature we can be timid in the area of speaking up.  But lets not hold back for the cause of Christ

10  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

11  For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.
Tell of the sidewalk preaching in Dushore, the screams from hell until I when to speack.
Matthew 10:

32  Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven.

33  But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.
We can over come our fears to speak boldly!  Think of the consequences of the soul at hand.

What do we do if we are timid and need boldness to speak for Christ?

Let's look at an example in scripture:

They were instructed not to teach in the name of Jesus Christ.  They combated it by the truth and their trust in Christ.

Ac 4:19 But Peter and John answered and said unto them, Whether it be right in the sight of God to hearken unto you more than unto God, judge ye.

In this case they were threatened:

Acts 4:29  And now, Lord, behold their threatenings: and grant unto thy servants, that with all boldness they may speak thy word,

Acts 4:31  And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the word of God with boldness.

God gave them more boldness.

God will give us more boldness.

Take a moment and bow our head asking God to give us more boldness.

If you lack boldness ask God to increase your boldness right now.

Heb 13:6 So that we may boldly say, The Lord is my helper, and I will not fear what man shall do unto me.

Lord give us boldness to witness for Christ!
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
