Romans 1:16-23

16 ¶ For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

17  For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.

18  For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness;

19 ¶ Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.

20  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:

21  Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

22  Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,

23  And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.
Why do we need salvation?

To know why we need salvation, perhaps we should understand what salvation is.

Salvation is:
Salvation = deliverance from sin and its consequences, and the coming to peace and reconciliation with God.



And…

A salvation that still leaves sin in command in ones life, is not true salvation in any sense.

Repeat,

So we need to be delivered from out sins and reconciled to God.

Why do we need the Gospel?   For salvation from wrath of God.
18  For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness;

by rebuking His authority.  


By setting his own will to do what he wants to.

The wrath of God is against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men.

God wrath is against all who live in sin.

There is a coming judgment we will all face.

WE will stand before God and our souls will be judged according to our deeds.

We will not be able to say we did not know.

God has revealed Himself unto mankind.

There will be no excuses.

19 ¶ Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.

20  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:

Man can clearly see that there was a creator.  Only those who profess themselves to be so wise are so severilly deceived to not see a creator.

Illustration:

Imagine the wood worker who creates a chair and the chair would say that no one made me.  I just came into existence on my own.  I was a tree once but because of evolution I am now a chair.

Evolution by the way is false.

Children, if anyone tells you that you came from a monkey, you look them in the eye and tell them God made you.

Evolution is a lie, even Charles Darwin who started the whole theory of evolution denied his words and said his theory’s were not true, but modern science has even claimed that the creator of evolution was wrong in the end when Mr. Darwin denied the false teachings of evolution.

Their will be no excuses.

God hath revealed that He is the creator, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse!
