Aren’t you glad that when Jesus comes to our rescue that the storm ceases.

33  Then they that were in the ship came and worshipped him, saying, Of a truth thou art the Son of God.

We see finally that when they through Jesus they overcame the storm, they worshipped HIM.

Oh, let us worship our Lord when He has brought us through the Storms of Life.

Let us keep our eyes on Jesus and we need not sink.

But if we’ve already begun to sink, let’s CRY OUT TO JESUS and let him rescue us from drowning.

Let’s keep our eyes on Jesus not the Storm.
