Key Verses 1:16

Why might some one be so deceive about the truth of real Christianity?

Is it possible to claim to be Christian but really not be one?

YES

"They profess that they know God: but in works they deny…"

They say they real are a Christian and know God, but are they.

How can this be, can someone be so deceived and think they are a Christian when they are not?

Reordering Perceptions

Em Griffin, The Mindchangers, Tyndale House, 1976, pp. 48-9
Some early studies concerned with prejudice show that we’re quite capable of reordering our perceptions of the world around us in order to maintain our conviction that we’re right. A group of white, middle-class New York City residents were presented with a picture of people on a subway. Two men were in the foreground. One was white, one was black. One wore a business suit, one was clothed in workman’s overalls. One was giving his money to the other who was threatening him with a knife. Now as a matter of fact it was the black man who wore the suit, and it was he who was being robbed by the white laborer. But such a picture didn’t square with the prejudices of the viewers. To them, white men were executives, black men were blue collar workers. Blacks were the robbers, whites the victims. And so they reported what their mind told them they saw—that a black laborer was assaulting a white businessman. 

As human beings who desperately desire our lives to be consistent and untroubled, we’ll go to great lengths to reject a message that implies we’re wrong. 
Do we reorder our perception of our current state of spiritual status?

Are we still living like a sinner, but think we are Christian?

Are we deceived?  

Paul was warning Titus that some may think they know God but do not.  

Paul told Titus in 2:1 that:

"Speak thou the things which become sound dotrine.."

sound doctrine, the truth, the reality of true Christianity and how their full conversion through Christ comes about..

Let's follow along as Paul tell of this wonderful sound doctrine:…  We can learn a lot in just a small bit of God's Word.

Titus 2:

1 ¶ But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine:

Speak it!
2  That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.

3  The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

4  That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children,

5  To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed.

6  Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded.

7  In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity,

8  Sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the contrary part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of you.

9  Exhort servants to be obedient unto their own masters, and to please them well in all things; not answering again;

10  Not purloining, but shewing all good fidelity; that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Saviour in all things.

11 ¶ For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men,

12  Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world;

Lets break this down:

Teaching us that:

denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, 


Not living in them any more!


Nothing that is ungodly!  Will we celebrate Satan's Holiday  -  Halloween?

Teaching us that:

we should live soberly,

Soberly=with sound mind, soberly, temperately, discreetly

Adam Clarke's wrote:

  We should live soberly]  

"Having every temper, appetite, and desire, under the government of reason, and reason itself under the government of the Spirit of God."

Teaching us that:

 righteously, and godly, in this present world;

Adam Clarke's

  Righteously]  "Rendering to every man his due, injuring no person in his body, mind, reputation, or property; doing unto all as we would they should do to us; and filling up the duties of the particular stations in which it has pleased God to fix us, committing no sin, omitting no duty."
2:

13  Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

14  Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.

Redeem us from all iniquity!


Redeem, purchase, take us out of our sins,



To be saved!  1st work of Grace

Purify unto himself


Cleanse, make pure, make holy, 



To Entirely sanctify, to make our hearts Holy, pure 



within free from inbreed sin!

15 ¶ These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no man despise thee.

Rebuke with all authority, let know man stop you from sharing this truth, no matter what any others will say is the truth.  Don't stop preaching the truth.

Don't you ever discourage a preacher from preaching the truth that God lays upon his heart.  Don't stand in the way of God.

"For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation…" Romans 1:16  

Continuing on with Paul's words to Titus…

Titus 3:
1 ¶ Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work,

Do we obey our government?  So we obey the traffic laws?  Are you living the Word of God, or reordering your perceptions of the truth of God's word?

It's not the Devil, but it's you that justifies the wrong in your mind to make it truth.

 
We put blame on the Devil, but the truth is it is us who does it!!!!

2  To speak evil of no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men.

Speak evil of no man!  

Do you repeat another man's sins?

That  is part of what it means.  Do know how many times I have to start praying for someone while they are talking to me and running off a list of other peoples sins to me.  I sometimes turn them off while they speak evil of someone and I just start praying for them as they are sinning!

O'this is a serious thing.  May the Lord help us!


May the Lord help me to walk worth of His Calling!

Finally Paul goes into the part of this book where he lays out true Full salvation:  

Being first saved and then sanctified!

3  For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another.

This is what a true Christian use to be!  Not still is but is cloked under some false teaching of false doctrine to say we take on the righteousness of Christ and we are still left living in our sins.


Your most popular radio preachers teach these lies and so many thing they are the greatest preacher and hang on there ever false teaching that they spit through the air.

The fact of the matter is, if your still living in sin, your still a sinner and on your way to hell!  That what the Bible teaches, not just Rodney Keister.

It's time we wake up.  Listen to the truth.  Are you a sinner?

You are one your way to Hell us less you change NOW!

The True Christ is no longer like in verse 3 but now is something new by a changed heart created by Christ

4  But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,

5  Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

Not by anything we can do!

But only according to the Mercy of God, he saved us by:

Washing of regeneration=being saved, 1st work of grace


Confess our sins, repent=turn from our sins towards what's right, give up our live of sins, believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shall be saved!

The Apostle Paul did not say according to his mercy he saved us,  by the washing of regeneration with the renewing of the Holy Ghost

He said:  according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.
and renewing of the Holy Ghost, the purifying of our hearts by faith.  The full baptism of the Holy Ghost that burns out inbreed sin!

HOW?

By the Blood of Jesus.  


Hebrews 13:12  Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people with his own blood, suffered without the gate.

6  Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

7  That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.

Are you Born Again, Regenerated, Saved,


Are you sins under the Blood of the Lamb.

Does God still see you sins?  Or are they as far as the east is from the West?

If so…

Then are you Entirely Sanctified,  Are you fully baptized with the Holy Ghost.


Don't think you are coming to get sanctified if there is still sin in your life, for you must be saved first or reclaimed if you are fallen back into sin again,

Get your sins under the Blood first, 


Then come and get sanctified!
