I will be with thee….

Isaiah 43:

1  But now thus saith the LORD that created thee, O Jacob, and he that formed thee, O Israel, Fear not: for I have redeemed thee, I have called thee by thy name; thou art mine.

2  When thou passest through the waters, I will be with thee; and through the rivers, they shall not overflow thee: when thou walkest through the fire, thou shalt not be burned; neither shall the flame kindle upon thee.

3  For I am the LORD thy God, the Holy One of Israel, thy Saviour: I gave Egypt for thy ransom, Ethiopia and Seba for thee.

4  Since thou wast precious in my sight, thou hast been honourable, and I have loved thee: therefore will I give men for thee, and people for thy life.

5  Fear not: for I am with thee: I will bring thy seed from the east, and gather thee from the west;

6  I will say to the north, Give up; and to the south, Keep not back: bring my sons from far, and my daughters from the ends of the earth;

7  Even every one that is called by my name: for I have created him for my glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him.

How we will get enough money to do this.

Will we make the right decision?

Then he had to stand

His prayer

God helped him

Tell of his sonTylor's head injury

His son's faith in God

Going in to surgery, Dad says, son I'm sorry I cannot come with you, he says, it's OK dad God is with me.

John goes to the chapel, picks up a Gidion Bible, opens bible randomly to 1 Chronicals, begat, begat, begat


John yelling….


What is this God, come on What is this?


I need help and this is what you give me?


God yells back.


And John begat Tyler, and Tyler and begat…….

O' Tyler's going to be OK, he will have children…will live!

What am I trying to say here!


God gives power to the faint, and increase the strength of those who have no might.

He is there when we don't understand why.

Where are you today?


Are you in need of God's help?



Do you know that is already helping you?

Now it is critically important that we understand and know whether we are a true Child of God.

2 Corinthians 6:11-18
11  O ye Corinthians, our mouth is open unto you, our heart is enlarged.

12  Ye are not straitened in us, but ye are straitened in your own bowels.

13  Now for a recompence in the same, (I speak as unto my children,) be ye also enlarged.

14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

15  And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?

16  And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.

17  Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,

18  And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.

We turn to the Lord Jesus Christ for real salvation that total transforms our lives which produces a desire to turn from all sin.  Friend if you have not had an experience that turns you from all sin in your life, you are not clearly saved today!  Understand this critical thing right now!

And when we are truly Gods Child, we can stand on His promises of his care.
John 1:12  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:

Romans 8:14  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

Galatians 4:7  Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

Philippians 2:15  That ye may be blameless and harmless, the sons of God, without rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and perverse nation, among whom ye shine as lights in the world;

1 John 3:1 ¶ Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew him not.

Psalms 48:14  For this God is our God for ever and ever: he will be our guide even unto death.

2 Chronicles 16:9a  For the eyes of the LORD run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to shew himself strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward him. …..
