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Scripture:

Job 1:2-3, 5-22

5  And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about, that Job sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning, and offered burnt offerings according to the number of them all: for Job said, It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed God in their hearts. Thus did Job continually.

God had faith in Job.

8  And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil?

11  But put forth thine hand now, and touch all that he hath, and he will curse thee to thy face.

Job Lost his sons and daughters, all his possessions. All at once. (See point following)
14  And there came a messenger unto Job, and said, The oxen were plowing, and the asses feeding beside them:

15  And the Sabeans fell upon them, and took them away; yea, they have slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

16  While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The fire of God is fallen from heaven, and hath burned up the sheep, and the servants, and consumed them; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

17  While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The Chaldeans made out three bands, and fell upon the camels, and have carried them away, yea, and slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

18  While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, Thy sons and thy daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eldest brother’s house:

19  And, behold, there came a great wind from the wilderness, and smote the four corners of the house, and it fell upon the young men, and they are dead; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

Have you ever felt you lost a lot of and were at a low?

Have you ever thought a situation was terrible and unbearable?

How great was Job’s losses.  But it wasn’t just a lost and then a passing of time, but rather one right after another.

Have you ever experienced on wave of disaster after another?
Have you ever been tempted to give up.  Blame God, Get mad at God. 

Say in your heart God if you don’t do this I’ll do this or not do something….

You know in all this that had taken place in Job’s life, He did not give up!

20 ¶ Then Job arose, and rent his mantle, and shaved his head, and fell down upon the ground, and worshipped,

I see Job was not rejoicing in the streets, but he did humble himself before God and even worshipped HIM.

Can we bring our selves to worship God even in hardship?

21  And said, Naked came I out of my mother’s womb, and naked shall I return thither: the LORD gave, and the LORD hath taken away; blessed be the name of the LORD.

I had nothing when I was born and I’ll have nothing when I’m dead.
God gave these things to me, he can take them as he pleases.

What an example of a sanctified heart.  That everything is given over to God.  

          "Good when he gives, supremely good; 

              Nor less when he denies; 

           Afflictions from his sovereign hand, 

              Are blessings in disguise."

Job 2:
7 ¶ So went Satan forth from the presence of the LORD, and smote Job with sore boils from the sole of his foot unto his crown.

8  And he took him a potsherd to scrape himself withal; and he sat down among the ashes.

9  Then said his wife unto him, Dost thou still retain thine integrity? curse God, and die.
10 But he said unto her, Thou speakest as one of the foolish women speaketh. What? shall we receive good at the hand of God, and shall we not receive evil? In all this did not Job sin with his lips.

1:22  In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God foolishly.

Adam Clarke wrote:

“In this Satan was utterly disappointed; he found a man who loved his God more than his earthly portion.”
Job sinned NOT!

Halleluiah, 


We need not sin,  We need not to give in when trials come.

Job Sinned NOT.  He didn’t give in.

The trouble today whether or not we sin not is not that we go through such fierce trials and temptations, it is that we don’t stand firm.

Jamieson Fausset and Brown’s Commentary:

“We are to submit to trials, not because we see the reasons for them, nor yet as though they were matters of chance, but because God wills them, and has a right to send them, and has His own good reasons in sending them.”

Our willingness to sin because of temptation is not God’s fault for allowing the trial to come but our fault for giving in.

Illustration:

The day I got saved I had purposed in my heart that I wanted not to live in sin any longer,  In fact I was willing at whatever personal loss to set things right in my life.


Setting right the application at Bloomsburg University.
We must purpose in our heart that we will not sin against God.

Daniel 1:8  But Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself with the portion of the king’s meat, nor with the wine which he drank: therefore he requested of the prince of the eunuchs that he might not defile himself.

Have we purposed in our heart that we will not defile ourselves?           Job did.  

We see this in that Job Sinned not!

…..Nor Charged God foolishly
-Let’s not blame God when troubles come,

-Let’s not get angry with God when things Don’t go our way.

I’m reminded of a child that throws a fit when they don’t get there own way.


This is wrong!


This is SIN and needs to be confessed.

If we have blamed God we need to confess and forsake our sins, for we have entered a very dangerous place spiritually.

John Wesley said it like this:

”Not imputed folly to God; so far was he from blaspheming God, that he did not entertain any dishonourable thought of God, as if he had done anything unworthy of his infinite wisdom, or justice, or goodness, but heartily acquiesced in his good pleasure, and in his righteous though sharp proceedings against him.  Discontent and impatience do in effect impute folly to God.  Against the workings of these we should carefully watch, acknowledging that God has done well, but we have done foolishly.”
If we blame God for the trials and temptations in our lives with a heart that is angry we need to get this clear with God for we sin in our attitude and our unrighteous in our heart.

1 John 3:20-21

For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God.

Does our heart condemn us?

Job when through the worst trials of his life yet he stayed true to God

· God had faith in Job

· Job lost almost everything dear to him.

· Job did not give up.

· Job purposed in His heart not to sin,


And Job sin not
