21  And Peter calling to remembrance saith unto him, Master, behold, the fig tree which thou cursedst is withered away.

21
On there way into Jerusalem, Jesus in verse 14 said "No man eat fruit of thee hereafter for ever."  Jesus had cursed the fig tree for not having fruit on it when he was hungry.  Now on their way out of Jerusalem the next morning Peter noticed the fig was now withered away.  It was destroyed.  How?  By faith.

22  And Jesus answering saith unto them, Have faith in God.

Jesus said "Have faith in God"


Not in your ablility to pray but in GOD

23  For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith.

Jesus give us an example that if we do not doubt even the mountains of our lives can be moved.


We need to understand that in saying this Jesus was making a figurative example.  An example of using a quote from Adam Clarke's Commentary: "removing or conquering great difficulties -- getting through perplexities."


Be it according unto your faith

24  Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.

Jesus goes as far to tell us "What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them."  These desire and promises of answer apply to practical needs, not every material want.  There are words of Christ to show us the covetousness is wrong.

Luke 12:15  And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man’s life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth.

So we must understand these promises are within reason.


Adam Clarke, when he describes this passage of scripture parelled in Matthew 21:22 he applies it strictly to the means of acquiring salvation:
"Verse 22.   All things-ye shall ask in prayer, believing]  In order to get salvation, there must be, 1. a conviction of the want of it: this begets, 2. prayer, or warm desires, in the heart: then 3. the person asks, i.e. makes use of words expressive of his wants and wishes: 4. believes the word of promise, relative to the fulfilment of his wants: and 5. receives, according to the merciful promise of God, the salvation which his soul requires. "

25  And when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have ought against any: that your Father also which is in heaven may forgive you your trespasses.

25
We must have a forgiving spirit to receive forgiveness of our sins.  Are all things with others forgive in your life?  When you are praying for victory over a situation that involves some against you, have you forgive them before you pray to be victorious in the battle against them?

26  But if ye do not forgive, neither will your Father which is in heaven forgive your trespasses.

26
The consequences of not forgive is not to be forgiven!

Conclusion

We must believe when we pray.

We will see mountains move!

We must forgive others to get answers.
