For there is no respect of persons with God.  Romans 2:11
Read all of Romans 2

1 ¶  Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things.

Inexcussable  -  You may think that you have an excuse but in reality you are without excuse.

2  But we are sure that the judgment of God is according to truth against them which commit such things.

What things?

Lets look at Romans 1:18-32


Read and expound!

Romans 1:

26  For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature:

27  And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet.

28  And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient;

“God gave them over to a reprobate mind”   
ACC:   UNSEARCHING or undiscerning mind; for it is the same word in both places.  They did not reflect on the proofs they had of the Divine nature, and God abandoned them to the operations of a mind incapable of reflection.
Romans 1:29  Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers,

Being filled with all unrighteousness]  

every vice contrary to justice and righteousness. 

  Fornication]   all commerce between the sexes out of the bounds of lawful marriage.  Some of the best MSS. omit this reading; and others have akayarsia, uncleanness. 

  Wickedness]  malignity, that which is oppressive to its possessor and to its object; 

  Covetousness]   I will have; the intense love or lust of gain; the determination to be rich; the principle of a dissatisfied and discontented soul. 

  Maliciousness]  malice, ill-will; what is radically and essentially vicious. 

  Full of envy]   "pain felt and malignity conceived at the sight of excellence or happiness in another."  

 Murder]  taking away the life of another by any means other than an accident or in defense of ones safety; and mortal hatred; for he that hates his brother in his heart is a murderer. 

  Debate]  contention, discord, of this vile passion the Greeks made a goddess. 

  Deceit]  lying, falsity, to take with a bait. 

  Malignity]  bad customs, founded in corrupt sentiment, producing evil habits, supported by general usage.  It is generally interpreted, a malignity of mind, which leads its possessor to put the worst construction on every action; ascribing to the best deeds the worst motives. 

  Whisperers]  secret detractors; those who, under pretended secrecy, carry about accusations against their neighbours (people they know), whether true or false; blasting their reputation by clandestine tittle-tattle.  This word should be joined to the succeeding verse. 

Romans 1:30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

Backbiters]  those who speak against others; false accusers, slanderers. 

  Haters of God]  atheists, contemners of sacred things, maligners of providence, scorners, &c.  All profligate deists are of this class; and it seems to be the finishing part of a diabolic character. 

  Despiteful]  to treat with injurious insolence; stormy, boisterous; abusing both the characters and persons of those over whom they can have any power. 

  Proud]  They who are continually exalting themselves and depressing others; magnifying themselves at the expense of their neighbours; and wishing all men to receive their sayings as oracles. 

  Boasters]  self-assuming, vain-glorious, and arrogant men. 

  Inventors of evil things]  Those who have invented destructive customs, rites, fashions, &c.; such as the different religious ceremonies among the Greeks and Romans-the orgies of Bacchus, the mysteries of Ceres, the lupercalia, feasts of the Bona Dea, &c., &c.  Multitudes of which evil things, destructive and abominable ceremonies, are to be found in every part of the heathen worship. 

  Disobedient to parents]  In this day we live there is so much of this going on.  Children think they run the house, can tell mom and dad what to do.
Romans 1:31  Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:

Without understanding]  persons incapable of comprehending what was spoken; destitute of capacity for spiritual things. 

  Covenant-breakers]  to break agreements; persons who could be bound by no oath, because, properly speaking, they had no God to witness or avenge their misconduct.  As every covenant, or agreement, is made as in the presence of God, so he that opposes the being and doctrine of God is incapable of being bound by any covenant; he can give no pledge for his conduct. 

  Without natural affection]  without that attachment which nature teaches the young of all animals to have to their mothers, and the mothers to have for their young.  The heathens, in general, have made no scruple to expose the children they did not think proper to bring up, and to despatch their parents when they were grown old or past labour. 


Look at today, the parents throw the Children away, and the children throw the parents away

  Implacable]  A LIBATION.  It was customary among all nations to pour out wine as a libation to their gods, when making a treaty.  This was done to appease the angry gods, and reconcile them to the contracting parties.  The word here shows a deadly enmity; the highest pitch of an unforgiving spirit; in a word, persons who would not make reconciliation either to God or man. 

  Unmerciful]  those who were incapable, through the deep-rooted wickedness of their own nature, of showing mercy to an enemy when brought under their power, or doing any thing for the necessitous, from the principle of benevolence or commiseration.

Romans 1:

32  Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.

Back to Romans 2:
3  And thinkest thou this, O man, that judgest them which do such things, and doest the same, that thou shalt escape the judgment of God?

4  Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?

5  But after thy hardness and impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself wrath against the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God;

6  Who will render to every man according to his deeds:

7  To them who by patient continuance in well doing seek for glory and honour and immortality, eternal life:

8  But unto them that are contentious, and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, indignation and wrath,

9  Tribulation and anguish, upon every soul of man that doeth evil, of the Jew first, and also of the Gentile;

10  But glory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good, to the Jew first, and also to the Gentile:

11  For there is no respect of persons with God.

12  For as many as have sinned without law shall also perish without law: and as many as have sinned in the law shall be judged by the law;

13  (For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.

14  For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves:

15  Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;)

16  In the day when God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ according to my gospel.

17 ¶  Behold, thou art called a Jew, and restest in the law, and makest thy boast of God,

18  And knowest his will, and approvest the things that are more excellent, being instructed out of the law;

19  And art confident that thou thyself art a guide of the blind, a light of them which are in darkness,

20  An instructor of the foolish, a teacher of babes, which hast the form of knowledge and of the truth in the law.

21  Thou therefore which teachest another, teachest thou not thyself? thou that preachest a man should not steal, dost thou steal?

22  Thou that sayest a man should not commit adultery, dost thou commit adultery? thou that abhorrest idols, dost thou commit sacrilege?

23  Thou that makest thy boast of the law, through breaking the law dishonourest thou God?

24  For the name of God is blasphemed among the Gentiles through you, as it is written.

25  For circumcision verily profiteth, if thou keep the law: but if thou be a breaker of the law, thy circumcision is made uncircumcision.

26  Therefore if the uncircumcision keep the righteousness of the law, shall not his uncircumcision be counted for circumcision?

27  And shall not uncircumcision which is by nature, if it fulfil the law, judge thee, who by the letter and circumcision dost transgress the law?

28  For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh:

29  But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.
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
