Characters:
· Captain: Pastor or Shepherd

· First Mate, Loyal: His name is loyal because he;s loyal to the desires or God and the Captain and is a hard worker, and very helpful. His old name was Toil, because he was a busy body, who worked all the time, but didn't have time for God, his old name remains now because, he uses his time and strength to serve God and the Pastor, he really toils to do his job. His job is to keep the crew and passengers in check, and he's also a captain-in-training, which means he's trying to bring others to Christ, and keep the Church afloat besides managing behavior. 

· First Mate, Baustin: His name, Costin', is an allusion the the fact that he chose to the count the costs and follow Christ. Baustin is his old name, and it just carried over, so now he's Baustin Costin'.

Scenes:

· Possibly a scene where the Captain has a flashback, and we learn how he, and the first mates were converted and called.

· A scene that includes the crew locating and bringing in people who are converted or will be, evangelism.

· A scene on the boat being attacked by Vaniel.

· A scene where those that aren't converted yet, are.

· A scene where the boat is hit by a storm, where those who aren't solid in their walk will fall off, or nearly fall off. 

· A scene where those on the boat grow weary and stop rowing and the Captain(and possibly the First Mates) has to do all the rowing himself, and might even fall off the boat due to physical exhaustion and collapse, not a spiritual problem. But he(and possibly the First Mates) will be revived by a remorseful prayer meeting among the crew. 

Scene 1:
Narrator: Today is a normal, average day on the Ship of Zion. The crew is busy at work and the first mates are trying to keep an eye on the passengers. Especially Blessed is following the Captain around, asking him questions.

Pest: “Captain, were you a captain forever?”

Captain: {chuckles} “No, Pest, as hard as it might be to believe, I was once a kid like you. I grew up and went the way of the world. But one day God, came across my pathway and saved me. Then he called me to become a Captain of one of his Ships.”

Pest: {Eyes full of wonder} “You were a kid?!? And you saw God?!? What does he look like, does he have brown eyes like me?”

Captain: {Smiles} “Yes, Pest, I was once a kid. And when I was an adult, I didn't meet God in person, but he spoke to me.”

Pest: {Eyes even bigger} “God talked to you?!? What happened?”

Captain: “Pest, let me tell you a little story.” {He hands his guidebook(the Bible) to Baustin, and says “Keep the ship on course for the next island.”} “Well what happened was...” {He gets a faraway look in his eyes, and has a flashback}

Scene 2:
Narrator: “right now, the Captain, who's name currently is “Lost Sinner” is walking down the road of life. He's nearing 30th street in his journey. He is traveling pretty well, he's made a few mistakes, but he probably could have a very successful, and comfortable journey. But the problem is a while back(approximately 20 streets), he had come across a fork in the road, and saw that one was easier to travel upon, that the huge majority of people take that road, that he could continue to travel the way he was traveling, and that his friends mostly took this road. So he chose to take that road. The road was called “The Way of the World” and the other was called “The Straight and Narrow Pathway”. After going along that road, and crossing about 10 streets, he had totally conformed his journey to the style of those that take that road, and while doing that he had chosen to make many bad decisions. The end of his journey was Hell, but most journeyers along this way were not aware of this.

Lost Sinner: “My journey is going well for me, once I cross another twenty or thirty streets, I should be very well off. I've some mistakes, and I'm not perfect, but who is?” {He hears a voice in his head, and realizes he's recalling the words of his Grandma}

Besides everyone else does it. And its really hard to stop. ”

Lost Sinner, if you read my book, you would know that the end of the road you're traveling upon is death and hell. You would know that these 'mistakes', as you call them, are sin. Lost Sinner, the life, your grandparents are living is the only way to serve me. I love you and died for you, but if you continue this behavior, I have no choice but to sentence you to eternal damnation. Lost Sinner, you know your grandparents are traveling on the other road, the right road. Why won't you? Lost Sinner, realize just because you're deacon doesn't change what I see you as, which is as a lost sinner.”

Lost Sinner: {Falls upon his face and crys out..} “Sir, who are you, and how do you know me?”

Voice: Lost Sinner, I am the creator of the Earth and Heaven, I am the ultimate judge, the decider of right and wrong, and Lost Sinner, I am your loving Father.

Lost Sinner: “God?!? But how?” {He starts to rise to his feet and says..} “I must be imagining things.”

God: “Lost Sinner, you are not imaging, I have chosen to speak to you, because I love you and sent my 

Son to die for you, and do not want that to be for nothing, Lost Sinner serve me, and I will be to you a God, a Father, and you will be my Son, Lost Sinner, I love you. But if you serve me, realize that you will have many hardships, and much pain. But I will be there with you, to help you through it.”

Lost Sinner: {Begins to weep and falls upon his knees.} “O god, I'm so sorry. I confess that I am a sinner. I've....”

Narrator: Lost sinner now lists all the sins he's commited with remorse and sorrow.

Lost Sinner: “And I'm so sorry, that with your help I intend to end my relationship with sin. I repent of it, I hate it! And I'm going to serve you and believe in you, which means I'll follow you with all my heart, for the rest of my life, with your help.”
