So went into a room and said don’t bother me even if I don’t come out for a long time.  She wrestled with God until she knew she prevailed in prayer.

By the time the revival came to a close there were 225 saved.

R.G. Flexon was preaching by Pittsburg,

God give me a revival or send me out of hear in a coffin.

That night in the meeting during the song service the alter was lined.

Later he ask God why some many came, and God’s reply he wanted him to continue to preach so he could not send him home in a coffin, so he sent revival.
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
