While standing near the prayer station, I was approached by two ladies for prayer.  The one lady, named Ida, was on her way to buy more drugs. She was just released from jail the day before.  She testified how that she did so well going to church while in jail, but now that she was back out on the streets it only took one day before she was using drugs again.  Why had she failed so quickly?  She said she was doing very well spiritually while in jail, but now the old habits were manifesting again.  As I counseled her, I found that she knew nothing of repentance.  The only Christianity she had ever been introduced to was a false gospel of “easy believism” that bypassed repentance.  By God’s help, I was able to teacher her the three principles of real salvation; deep confession, heart felt repentance, and then biblical faith.  My friends, God intervened in such a way on that street by manifesting Himself that this lady prayed through with tears running down her cheeks.  She testified with great joy that she had never experienced anything like this before.  Her intention to purchase drugs was radically altered by a divine encounter.  Does street evangelism work?  I say it does!
