.  In Ro 7:5 he gives a general description of the state of a Jew, in servitude to sin, considered as under mere law.  

5  For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death.

In Ro 7:6 he gives a summary account of the state of a Christian, or believing Jew, and the advantages he enjoys under the Gospel.  Upon Ro 7:5 he comments, from Ro 7:7-25, and upon Ro 7:6 he comments, Ro 8:1-11. 
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
