Now is the day of Salvation
2 Corinthians 6:

1 ¶ We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace of God in vain.

2  (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.)
Romans 13: 

11 ¶ And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.

It is shameful the way some people have trampled underfoot the Salvation of God. Shameful, indeed, when considering the sorrow and grief our Lord endured in order that men could be saved. Shameful, indeed, when considering His constant beckoning today for lost sinners! Shameful indeed, when considering the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, who, though He was rich, yet for our sakes became poor, that we through his poverty might be rich. 

He "made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. "(Philippians 2:7,8) 

Shameful indeed that men accept Him as a good man, accept Him as a prophet, accept Him as a teacher sent from God, but reject Him as a Saviour. 

He came to SEEK and to SAVE that which was lost. He came not to condemn the world but that the world THROUGH HIM might be saved. The Bible says, 

"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life." (John 3:16)

Why do people put off the salvation of God? 

Why do men presume upon the longsuffering of God as if they could get saved whenever they wish? The Bible says, 

"now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation." (2 Corinthians 6:2) 

Illustration:

There was a yough lady, 18yr in Lantzing Michigan where Tom Reed's Father-In-law was pastoring some years ago.

Went to Sunday school but never stayed for church

One Thursday she felt that God was dealing with her heart and went to visit her Sunday School teacher.  Her teacher urged her to pray, but the young lady said I will on Sunday not now.  Tomorrow is my prom and we have plans.

That day in her ford pinto on her ride home she was in a horrifying accident and her brain was pierced through and she died.

She had put off seeking God when he was speaking to her.

Do we put off our salvation. 

What if we never get another chance?

Why do men reject the Saviour, Jesus Christ as if there were someone else to trust, or some other way to gain eternal life? The Bible says, "Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved." (Acts 4:12) 

and again, 

"Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me." (John 14:6) 

Why do men continue to reject God's FREE gift of eternal life, as if they could EARN eternal life through their own efforts, good works, or obedience to religious laws? The Bible says, 

"For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast." (Ephesians 2:8-9)

"now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation."
How about you? 

Will you also turn away from His salvation? 

The Savior, Jesus Christ suffered your shame and agony on the cross, like a common criminal, so that you would not have to be treated like a criminal in God's court of eternal justice! The Bible says, 

"For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh," (I Peter 3:18). 

He now holds out His nail-pierced hands, calling to sinners, come to me and I will give you rest!

REMEMBER! 

"Now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation."

Friend, one day the beckoning voice of God will be quieted and your hope for eternal life will vanish. 

Do not put off a decision for salvation any longer. 

Admit your guilt, confess to God that you are a sinner, and trust the Savior, Jesus Christ, who was your substitute on the cross! 

Be saved today before it is eternally too late!

How C. S. Spurgeon Found Christ

I thought the sun was blotted out of my sky - that I had so sinned against God that there was no hope for me. I prayed - the Lord knoweth how I prayed—but I never had a glimpse of an answer that I knew of. I searched the Word of God; the promises were more alarming that the threatenings. I read the privileges of the people of God, but with the fullest persuasion that they were not for me. The secret of my distress was this: I did not know the gospel. I was in a Christian land; I had Christian parents; but I did not understand the freeness and simplicity of the Gospel.

I knew it was said, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved,” but I did not know what it was to believe in Christ.

I sometimes think I might have been in darkness and despair now had it not been for the goodness of God in sending a snowstorm one Sunday morning, when I was going to a place of worship. When I could go no further I found a little chapel with fifteen people. The minister did not come that morning because of the snow. A poor man, a shoemaker went into the pulpit to preach.

His text was, “Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth.” There was, I thought a glimpse of hope for me in his text. He began thus: “My dear friends, this is a very simple text indeed. It says, ‘Look.’ Now that does not take a deal of effort. It isn’t lifting your foot or your finger; it is just ‘look.’ Well, a man need not go to college to learn to look. Anyone can look; a child can look. But this is what the text says. Then it says, ‘Look unto me.’ Many of you are looking to yourselves. No use looking there. You’ll never find comfort in yourself.

Then the good man followed up his text in this way: “Look unto Me; I am sweating great drops of blood. Look unto Me; I am hanging on the Cross. Look! I am dead and buried. Look unto Me; I rise again. Look unto Me; I ascend; I am sitting at the Father’s right hand. Oh, look to me! Look to Me!”

Then He turned his attention to me. He said, “Young man, you look very miserable. And you will always be miserable - in life and in death in you do not obey my text. But if you obey, now, this moment, you will be saved.”

Then he shouted, “Young man, look to Jesus Christ; look NOW!” He made me start in my seat; but I did look to Jesus Christ.

There and then the cloud rolled away, and that moment I saw the sun. I could have risen that moment and sung with the most enthusiastic of them of the precious blood of Christ, and the simple faith which looks alone to Him. Oh, that somebody had told me that before - trust Christ, and you shall be saved!
