2 Peter 1:3-4
3  According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

4  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

Chapter 1

Verse 3

God by his "divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue."

Hallelujah, what a wonderful promise of a pure heart and clean hands, that God will give to the believers all things pertaining to life and godliness.  Even though the world think it impossible to be godly, here is yet another example of God not only wanting us to be like Christ, but saying that he has given it to us.  I see that if we will believe God to make us Holy, He will do it according to his divine power through his guaranteed promises!

Verse 4

"Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, ..." God has not only promised us this great Christ likeness, but we can by these promises be partakers in the divine nature.  I see this to be another promise of entire sanctification, having our hearts made like His, Holy and blameless, pure and righteous, acceptable in God eyes.  God can make us more like Christ if we will trust and believe in His promises!  Although how unworthy we are of receiving such a gift, God has chosen to make us like him in pureness, sometimes it is simply our unbelief that keeps us from understanding that as natural as it seems that we can never be pure, God has chosen to make us thus, if we trust in His promise written in his word.  Further more I seen nothing in these passages of this pureness and Christ likeness stated as coming after our death, but is to be experienced and enjoyed here on earth and I understand it to be fully required of us to be made pure to enter in to heaven.  For not one sin shall enter the Kingdom of Heaven!. 


 The Word does say "But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin."  Now I see the fellowship is to be in likeness to Christ as the first of many brethren!  Here in this scripture from 1 John 1:7, is one of those promises to cleanse us from all sin. Not just the sins of the past, but to purify our hear in entire sanctification. 


"...having escaped the coruption of the world through lust."  Thus a clear break from the coruption of the world!

1 Thessalonians 4:7  For God hath not called us unto uncleanness, but unto holiness.

Hebrews 8:6-9:15

6 ¶ But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.

7  For if that first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second.

8  For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah:

9  Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord.

10  For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

11  And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.

12  For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.

13  In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

1 ¶ Then verily the first covenant had also ordinances of divine service, and a worldly sanctuary.

2  For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is called the sanctuary.

3  And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all;

4  Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant;

5  And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercyseat; of which we cannot now speak particularly.

6  Now when these things were thus ordained, the priests went always into the first tabernacle, accomplishing the service of God.

7  But into the second went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people:

8 ¶ The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing:

9  Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience;

10  Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation.

11  But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building;

12  Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.

13  For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh:

14  How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

15 ¶ And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

2 Thessalonians 2

13 ¶ But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth:

14  Whereunto he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.

15  Therefore, brethren, stand fast, and hold the traditions which ye have been taught, whether by word, or our epistle.

Peter 1 goes on later in the chapter to to say that if we will does the things write that we shall never fail!  Praise the Lord, for we need not ever fail.  Glory to God!!!!!
