Luke 4:

Jesus doesn't just take care of the Symptom, he cures it all!

Examples of Symptom Relief


Daily Headaches, we take aspirin and feel better, but when the aspirin wears off it comes back


We are treating the symptom not the problem


Is there something causing the Headache?

We catch a cold, so we take cold medicine, a few hours latter the symptom returns


We treated the symptom, not the problem

Doctor's visit with foot injury

You go to the Doctor:


"Doc, my foot keeps hurting, it gets better, then hurts again."


"OK, I'll wrap it in an aces bandage"

The next day it feels better for a while then the pain comes back while at work.  So you go to the Doctor again.


"Doc my foot pain keeps coming back"


"OK, I'll wrap it in an aces bandage, and you soak it tonight"

By the next day it feels better for sometime, then the pain comes back while at work again.  So you go to the Doctor once more.


"Doc my foot pain keeps getting better but then keeps coming back"


"This is the 3rd day in a row I've had to treat you for this reoccurring foot pain.  Tell me what happens to cause your pain."


"Well you see while At work I always get my foot in the way of the garage door when it comes down and it lands on my foot."


And the Doctor says:  "Finally I have a cure."

He writes a prescription sheet out with a note to the patient,


"It reads, move foot before door closes"

Finally a cure for the painful reoccurring foot problem has been reached.

The answer was right before our eyes if we had just thought about it a little more.

We could have saved ourselves a lot of trouble if we just took note.

Our lives sometime will have a plan account of our problem if we will just examine it a little closer.  So it is with our Spiritual lives as well.

Our Lives, are they being cured or is just a symptom relief being applied?

God has been trying to tell us what to do to cure the problem,

Or do we just apply a temporary relief of the symptom?

Sins in our lives should be a great alarm that we are a sinning soul that needs a cure.  But do we just keep treating the symptom and think all is will be fine.

We can keep applying a patch or take care of the problem.

If we have a slow leak in our tire, we can just keep filling it with air or we can get it fixed.


Which cures the problem?  Refilling it daily, or plugging the hole for good?

Do we struggle against sin, depression, anxiety, worry?

Are we applying a relief for the symptom or fixing the problem?

Jesus Christ is the answer!

Is it sins that are causing our problems of depression, anxiety, worry, debt, over baring burdens, is it our desires for things we cannot scripturally have? (that is sin also)

Illustration of my life of anxiety before getting saved.

How God was allowing anxiety in my life to bare me down to where I would cry out to him for deliverance from sin.


When I got saved he quickly healed the anxiety and depression in my life.  For they I found out later were a direct cause of my sins.
