I.
Searching of the heart


A.
The disciples search their hearts;  



Matthew 26:21-22



“And as they did eat, he said, Verily I say unto you, 



that one of you shall betray me.  And they were 



exceeding sorrowful, and began every one of them 



to say unto him, Lord, is it I?”

1.
When Christ reveled that one would betray Him, I see here the disciples did not start pointing a finger at each other and saying I think it is him or him or him, instead they searched there own hearts.  




“and began every one of them to say unto him, Lord, is it I?”

O’that we today who profess to be Christians would search our hearts, that Christ is surely known within, that we have clean hands an a pure heart

Psalms 24:3 Who shall ascend into the hill of the LORD? or who shall stand in his holy place?  4  He that hath clean hands, and a pure heart; who hath not lifted up his soul unto vanity, nor sworn deceitfully.  5  He shall receive the blessing from the LORD, and righteousness from the God of his salvation.  6  This is the generation of them that seek him, that seek thy face, O Jacob. Selah.

My friends, my brethren, my sisters in the Lord let us do as Paul said in 


1 Corinthians 11:


B.
We must examine our own hearts

When we come to the Lord’s table we must be careful to see that our hearts are clear.  We need to search our own hearts before Christ as Paul warns us in 1 Corinthians 11:28  


“But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.”

Make careful diligent searching the depth of our heart before partaking in the Lord’s Supper.

2.
If we find anything, anything at all, confess and repent of it now and go one when clear to partake in full faith of Christ forgiveness.  For we have the promises of God’s Holy Word that “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9

3.
For if we partake unworthily:

1 Corinthians 11:29  For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.  30  For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.  31  For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged

We must come with a clear heart.  There are consequences for disobedience to the word.
Let us search heart that we not be defiled!

II.
Do this in remembrance of Me


A.
The Bread…

1 Corinthians 11:24  And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me.


B.
The Wine…

1 Corinthians 11:25  After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.

C.
Christ said “this do in remembrance of me.”



We need to obey Christ words and do as he teaches in the Word.
