Peer pressure 

Let us look at the some scripture today:

Colossians 2: 
4 ¶  And this I say, lest any man should beguile you with enticing words.

5  For though I be absent in the flesh, yet am I with you in the spirit, joying and beholding your order, and the stedfastness of your faith in Christ.

6  As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him:

7  Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving.

8  Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.

Matthew 15:

1 ¶  Then came to Jesus scribes and Pharisees, which were of Jerusalem, saying,

3  But he answered and said unto them, Why do ye also transgress the commandment of God by your tradition?

Mark 7:

1 ¶  Then came together unto him the Pharisees, and certain of the scribes, which came from Jerusalem.

2  And when they saw some of his disciples eat bread with defiled, that is to say, with unwashen, hands, they found fault.

3  For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their hands oft, eat not, holding the tradition of the elders.

4  And when they come from the market, except they wash, they eat not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, as the washing of cups, and pots, brasen vessels, and of tables.

5  Then the Pharisees and scribes asked him, Why walk not thy disciples according to the tradition of the elders, but eat bread with unwashen hands?

6  He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites, as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.

7  Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.

8  For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the washing of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do.

9  And he said unto them, Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition.

How many hold to the traditions of man that the commandments of God?

A look at Lent:

After Reading from Great Lent, Journey to Pascha, by Alexander Schmemann.  I noted some interesting things that expose the false religion in this practice.

Reveals lent as a journey to Pasha, a journey of repentance.  It defines repentance for the quote “Christian” as the beginning and condition of a truly Christian life.  The book refers to Lent as a practice of repentance during the seven weeks before Easter (greatest of all feasts to celebrate the resurrection.) 

In the early church the book states that the main purpose of Lent was to prepare the “catechumen” (new converts) for baptism which is performed during the Paschal liturgy.  Continuing to teach a losing out and betraying to faith, which is why a person needs the Lent season to bring them back to the Easter experience which is kind of like reliving their baptism over again.

I see that false religion finds ways to deal with sin the ease the conscience but leave the soul still dead in their sins.!

4. The Last Judgment (Meat-Fare Sunday)

5. Forgiveness (Cheese-Fare Sunday)
