This was literally fulfilled when this city was besieged by Titus. Josephus gives a very particular account of the building of this wall, which he says was effected in three days, when this wall and trench were completed, the Jews were so enclosed on every side that no person could escape out of the city, and no provision could be brought in, so that they were reduced to the most terrible distress by famine.

The time of thy visitation.] 

That is, the time of God's gracious offers of mercy to them. Including all the time from the preaching of John the Baptist to the coming of the Roman armies against Jerusalem, some where about forty years.
