Rev. Brian Black a teacher at PVBI is quoted in his A Call to Revival Tract

"All Christian faiths at one time taught the necessity of an experience of salvation which transformed a person from a sinner to a saint.  Evidence for this experience was found in their holy life.  This has changed and some "Christian" churches today are even ordaining lesbians and homosexuals into the ministry."

The fact is we cannot consider ourselves to be a Christian in victor if there is still bondage to sin, or if we find ourselves to be falling into sin regularly.  For the Bible says in 1 John 3:8  "He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil."  So then, anyone who professes to be a Christian and lives in sin, they are deceived, for the word of God equates such a person with the devil.  While they may put up a good front and even seem anointed full of spiritual gifts or talents in the church, the fact is if they are in sin, they are of the devil.  That is fact from the Word of God not from Pastor Rodney or the other minority who still believe and experience complete victory in Christ Jesus.  There very well could be more professing Christians, teachers, preachers, and pastors in Hell that in heaven.  Christ came to destroy the works of the devil, which includes the bondage of sin.   Praise the Lord!!!!!! Christ came to save us from our sins, not leave us in our sins.  Hallelujah!   If we cannot get victory over sin than we are not saved.
