Washing by Christ

John 13:4-30
4  He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself.

5  After that he poureth water into a bason, and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded.

6  Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou wash my feet?

7  Jesus answered and said unto him, What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter.
8  Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. 
No Way Lord, No so, You shall not wash my feet.  You are my Lord and Master how could I ever let you wash my feet.

Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me.
Jesus speaks to the heart when he said IF I WASH THEE NOT, THOU HAST NO PART WITH ME.

I.
We must be washed by the Blood of the Lamb.
If we are not washed by the Blood of the Lamb we will have not part with Jesus.  We must be cleansed from all sin.

And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.    1 Corinthians 6:11

Ephesians 5:
Eph. 5:
25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;

26  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word,
27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

If you are not 

Christ wants to wash us in the Blood that we may be sanctified, that we are cleansed.

So that we can be presented to the Fauther a glorious Church without spot or wrinkle, Washed in the blood of the Lamb.

Not all at the Table were washed clean even though they had their feet washed before by the master.

11  For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not all clean.
12  So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you?

13  Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

14  If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another’s feet.

15  For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.

16  Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

17  If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them.

More…..

20  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that receiveth whomsoever I send receiveth me; and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me.

21  When Jesus had thus said, he was troubled in spirit, and testified, and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, that one of you shall betray me.
V.
Christ was troubled in His spirit

Because one of you shall betray me.  HE SAID
That is on of you will be trader, will turn be over into the hands of the enemy.

Judas was going to soon betray Christ and sell Him for 30 pieces of silver.

22  Then the disciples looked one on another, doubting of whom he spake.

27  And after the sop Satan entered into him. Then said Jesus unto him, That thou doest, do quickly.

28  Now no man at the table knew for what intent he spake this unto him.
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
