1 John 4:9-10

9  In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him.

10  Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.

To fully repent you must understand the real meaning of it:
It is God felt sorrow in your own heart for the sins you have committed.  A change of mind and purpose of life, to which remission of sin is promised, a true sense of one’s own guilt and sinfulness, an apprehension of God’s mercy in Christ, an actual hatred of sin and turning from it to God, a realization of ones own helplessness and a full dependence on Jesus Christ only. An understanding of himself to be just what God has always seen him to be; a sinner.  It is a 180( turn around in direction away from sins.  True Repentance is to turn from sin and resolve to reform ones life forever by a persistent endeavor after a holy life in walking with God in the way of his commandments.
