The Woman at the Well

John 4:7-26

When I offered her the word of life her reaction was to ask me what church I was from.  I reply I don't support denomination, she then wanted to know how was I raised, was I brought up in the church.  What she was getting at was weather or not I was raised Catholic, she told me how she was raised Catholic and keep talking of the church, I was talking about Jesus.  She went on to keep telling me I was putting down the Catholic church and was trying to destroy it.  Yet by the witness of two teenagers, I was not, I only offered her a tract and talked to her about Christ.   I keep a peaceful spirit and still kept trying to share the truth with her.  She kept accusing me of taring down the Catholic church.  So I through her own conversion began pointing out her sins as she was relating how the Catholic church was the way.  Talking of idols, I shared that it was a violation of the 10 commandments.  I correct some of her misconception of scripture.  I finally prayed for her there on the spot, which made her mad then she began praying to Mary against me and I stopped and again pointed out her sin of praying to someone else besides God.  She was furious at this point so I told her I would be praying for her and then I had to walk away, she then kept following me telling me I should leave.  I kindly showed her that I have been trying to, but she kept following me and I pointed out the spot she was 20 feet ago when I said I was leaving but she kept following me.


The point I am making with this illustration is that she was so stuck on her church and the way she believed that she couldn't see Christ or understand what I was trying to share with her.  She was living like her fathers before her taught and lived.
So did the woman at the well….

Let's look at the conversation of Jesus and this woman…

I.
Jesus offered her living water

Jesus:


A.
tells her that if she knew who He was she 



would want this living water

The Woman:


B.
She looks at the physical realm of things and says:




"Sir, thou hast noting to draw with, and the well




 is deep:  from whence then hast thou that living 




water?"

Jesus:

C.
 "Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again:  But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life."


D.
Now she wants this living water

The Woman:



"Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither 



come hither to draw."

Do you want living water


Never to thirst again



Be filled with everlasting live 




On you way to heaven





Christ wants to give it to you freely.

II.
Jesus Deals with her false life 

Let’s take a look at some of their dialog

A.
Jesus reveals her need to her

Jesus:
"go fetch your husband"




something she could not do


B.
She gives misleading remarks

The Woman:

     V. 17 “The woman answered and said,


I have no husband.”


tries to talk around the statement by telling a partial



truth.  She was tricky


C.
Jesus then points out her sin



Jesus seen right through her and says, 

Jesus:
thou has well said, for thou has had five husbands and the man you are with now is not your husband.


D.
She is caught



She realizing she has been pin pointed in her sin 



tries to smooth talk her way around it:

The Woman:



tells Christ he must be a prophet, 



and then tries to change the subject.




"Our fathers worshipped in the mountains and 




you say Jerusalem is the place to worship."

Notice that she now starts to point at Him for something wrong with his beliefs


Our fathers are worshipping also, we just do it differently than you Jews.  We have our own way of doing things.  My way is OK, it will still get me to heaven.  


She takes the focus off of her sin and tries pointing to her way of worshipping which she justifies by her family practices who came before her, by her known way of life.

What is your way of life?

Is it right by the Bible?

Or is it just the way you are use to doing it, or perhaps the way you have been taught, or the way mom and dad did it?

But the real question is…. Is it right by Christ?

III.

Jesus lets her know her errors

Jesus:

21-22  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews.

A  time will come when you will neither worship in the mountains or in Jerusalem.  For you worship what you do not understand.  You worship not God.  It is not the Living father of all of  Heaven you worship, but is something much darker.  The Devil has deceived you of the truth.

Prayer, Lord tear down the works of the Devil right now!

4:23-24

But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.  God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

True worshippers will worship God in spirit and in truth (purity of heart)  for God seeketh these types of people to worship him.  God is a Spirit and they that worship him must worship in spirit and truth."


Worship in the spirit


How do we worship in the spirit?

We must be born of the spirit

John 3:

3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4  Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother’s womb, and be born?

5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

In Truth

No lies in the heart or deceit and self-justification will get by.  You are dead in your sins and not able to even have fellowship with God.


When Christ is convicting you of you sins, do not do as this woman did, which is to change the subject, justify why you do the things you do, 


but rather come to a place of prayer and confess all that God show you.  Repent and believe on the Son of God to forgive your sins.


She tried to change the subject once more:

The Woman:

25  The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.

Jesus:

26  Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.

He is the Christ,

She then believed and when and told others to come see this man who is Christ….

Do you know Jesus?  Has your life been so change that you wanted to tell everyone you know to come find Jesus?

Do you have the witness of the spirit in your life?

Do you feel guilty and know you are guilty of sins in your life?  


Then you need to confess, repent, and be saved.


Be born again,

Pray until you have the witness of the spirit!

She wanted the living water at first too, but Jesus had to convict her of her sins and tear down the strong hold of the Devil in her life.
